DARE-netveerket modtager stor bevilling til ny feelles landsdcekkende udstilling om fremtidens
arkitektur og landskab

DARE-netverket (The Danish Network for Architecture and Urbanism Research) modtager en
bevilling pa 565.000 kr. fra Dreyers Fond til udvikling og gennemforelse af en felles udstilling pa
tveers af netvarkets syv forsknings- og uddannelsesinstitutioner.

Bevillingen gar til den forste udstilling 1 initiativet New Ground.: Visioner for arkitektur, landskab
og by, der setter fokus pa nyuddannede kandidaters visioner for et mere beredygtigt samfund, hvor
arkitekturen og landskabet bidrager aktivt til den gronne omstilling. Udstillingen vil illustrere,
hvordan fremtidens landskaber, byer og bygninger kan give mere tilbage end de tager og samtidig
understette naturens processer.

Udstillingen baseres pa udvalgte afgangsprojekter fra netvarkets syv institutioner og vil blive vist
som en vandreudstilling i Aalborg, Aarhus og Kebenhavn i efteraret 2026. Udstillingerne suppleres
af talks og debatter, der inviterer offentligheden og beslutningstagere til dialog om fremtidens
arkitektur og vejen mod et grennere Danmark. Med dette udstillingsformat bringes forskere og unge
dimittender sammen i en felles vision for praksisser i planleegning og byggeri, der kommer med
losninger pd fremtidens klimaudfordringer.

Netvarket der samler Danmarks forsknings- og uddannelsesinstitutioner inden for arkitektur,
bydesign, byplanlegning og landskabsarkitektur pa Aarhus Universitet, Roskilde Universitet, Det
Kongelige Akademi, Arkitektskolen Aarhus, Kebenhavns Universitet, Danmarks Tekniske
Universitet og Aalborg Universitet, blev etableret i 2019 med det formal at styrke udviklingen af
nye grenne visioner pa tvers af forskning, uddannelse og faglige discipliner med landskabet og det
byggede miljo som fellesnevner.

Initiativet koordineres af BLOXHUB, en international hub for innovation 1 byggeri og byudvikling
med base 1 Kebenhavn. Bevillingen kommer alle de deltagende institutioner til gode og understotter
aktiviteter pa tveers af hele netveaerket.

The DARE network (The Danish Network for Architecture and Urbanism Research) is receiving a
grant of DKK 565,000 from Dreyers Foundation for the development and implementation of a joint
exhibition across the network's seven research and educational institutions.

The grant goes to the first exhibition in the initiative New Ground.: Visions for architecture,
landscape and city, which focuses on newly graduated candidates' visions for a more sustainable
society, where architecture and landscape actively contribute to the green transition. The exhibition
will illustrate how the landscapes, cities and buildings of the future can give back more than they
take and at the same time support natural processes.

The exhibition is based on selected graduation projects from the network's seven institutions and
will be shown as a traveling exhibition in Aalborg, Aarhus and Copenhagen in the fall of 2026. The
exhibitions are complemented by talks and debates that invite the public and decision-makers to
dialogue about architecture of the future and the path towards a greener Denmark. With this
exhibition format, researchers and young graduates are brought together in a common vision for
practices in planning and construction that come up with solutions to future climate challenges.

The network, which brings together Denmark's research and educational institutions within
architecture, urban design, urban planning and landscape architecture at Aarhus University,
Roskilde University, The Royal Academy, Aarhus School of Architecture, University of
Copenhagen, Technical University of Denmark and Aalborg University, was established in 2019
with the aim of strengthening the development of new green visions across research, education and
professional disciplines with the landscape and the built environment as a common denominator.

The initiative is coordinated by BLOXHUB, an international hub for innovation in construction and
urban development based in Copenhagen. The grant benefits all participating institutions and
supports activities across the entire network.
